RUTH & HARTLEY BARKER LEGACY FUND

Giving a Living Gift through Life Insurance

How does the Program work?
•
You give the Door County YMCA Endowment Trust an insurance policy on your life. You might want to consider giving an existing paid up policy. 

•
The policy must be a permanent life type (not term), must have cash values, and must have simplified underwriting requirements. 

•
Premiums are paid either monthly or annually and are tax deductible. 

•
The minimum policy amount of $20,000 or more is required to participate in the Ruth and Hartley Barker Legacy Fund. 

How does the Program Benefit You?

•
A gift of life insurance is a living gift. It allows you to leave something of yourself behind for others to enjoy. 

•
The Door County YMCA Endowment Trust receives the full amount of the death benefits from your policy. 

•
The gift (premiums) is tax deductible.

Giving a Living Gift Through a Will

Each year thousands of individuals exercise the privilege of determining the final distribution of their estates and designate that a portion of their assets be used for the benefit and support of specific charitable organizations. The Door County YMCA Endowment Trust could be one of those entities. 

A will is a very powerful instrument. It affords an individual the opportunity to...

•
Specify which property is to be distributed to whom. 

•
Direct when such distributions are to be made. 

•
Choose the individual or institution to carry out the wishes of the descendent. 

Bequests can take various forms:
General Bequest: A general bequest is one of the most popular ways to make a charitable gift by will. With this bequest you simply leave a specific dollar amount to the designated charity or organization. 
Example: I give (dollar amount) to the Door County YMCA Endowment Trust. 
Restricted Bequest: You may prefer to restrict you bequest for a specific purpose.
Example: You can establish name funds that will provide support for a specific YMCA program or a scholarship program.
